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In the Name of Allaah the most Kind the most Merciful 

Shaykh Ibn Uthaymeen ( ُرَحِمَهُ الل)
1 said, “There’s no harm in a person going to the Masjid al-

Haraam [in Makkah] to pray taraaweeh in it, since it is one of the places that one is allowed 

to travel to, but if someone is employed as an Imaam in a mosque then he is not to leave his 

job or his position as Imaam to go to pray in the Masjid al-Haraam, since praying in the 

Masjid al-Haraam is a Sunnah and performing the compulsory duties of one’s job is 

obligatory, so it is not possible that an obligatory action can be left in order to perform a
