“And this shows the pinnacle of his piety in issuing fatwas, and this was concerning glucose 

injections, in one of his lectures he mentioned a ruling concerning them and one of the 

people present objected with a medical opinion which went against the fatwa that the 

Shaykh ( ُرَحِمَهُ الل)
1 had given, so the Shaykh announced that he [now] withheld judgement 

until he would go and ask his Shaykh, the ’Allaamah ’Abdul-’Azeez ibn Baaz ( ُرَحِمَهُ الل). Then
